Present tense should be used throughout the section to ensure clarity and consistency.

Methods and Materials
The materials and method section must be written in Calibri font, size 11, with justified alignment and single line spacing. This section should provide a detailed explanation of the research process, describing the design employed and justifying the selection of the methods used. Specifically, it must include the type of research (quantitative), the scope or depth of the study (exploratory, correlational, and/or explanatory), the selected population and sample, and the techniques applied during the investigation.
It is essential that this section is written in a descriptive style, predominantly in the past tense, as its main purpose is to ensure that other researchers can replicate the study and validate the results obtained. Presenting the information clearly and precisely is crucial to strengthening the transparency and scientific credibility of the work.

Additionally, potential practical applications and future research directions should be suggested.

The writing should use past tense, avoiding redundancies or the literal repetition of the results previously presented. Conclusions that are not a logical consequence of the results obtained should not be included. This section must be clear, concise, and focus on the most relevant points of the study, emphasizing its importance within the investigated context.

Acknowledgments
Acknowledgments must be written in Calibri font, size 11, with single line spacing. This optional section is intended to express gratitude to all individuals, institutions, or entities that significantly contributed to the development of the research. It may include recognition of funding projects or programs, colleagues who collaborated in the review and scientific validation of the articles, and any other form of relevant support that influenced the study's results.
Acknowledgments should be written clearly and concisely, respecting the order of importance or the role played by the contributors. This section reflects the value of collaboration in the scientific process.

References
References must be presented in APA style (7th edition), using Calibri font, size 11, with single line spacing and applying a hanging indent of 0.75 cm. A minimum of 33 references should be included (70% from the last five years and 30% of the last 10 years).  It is essential that the references are correctly formatted, strictly following APA guidelines, and include elements such as authors, year of publication, title, and source details (publisher, DOI, URL, etc.). The list must be arranged alphabetically by the last name of the first author, ensuring that every in-text citation has its corresponding reference in this section. This format ensures clarity and consistency, facilitating the consultation of sources by readers and ensuring compliance with international academic standards.
